I would like this report to be carried by the two entities as the symbol of our partnership: the sharing of knowledge at the international level. Also, I would like to ask your organization to recruit new national coordinators. The first edition of the report was carried by 13 countries and the objective is to expand the network for collecting information.
I therefore ask you to consider this possibility and discuss it with Tom Van Esbroeck, your head of the extrication and new technologies committee.
