4. ISO standard and how we plan to proceed (Yvonne Näsman, all)
Tore Eriksson explained the current status of promoting and implementation of the ISO standard. He had several contacts and discussion with the technical committee how to move forward. The idea is to start as soon as possible negotiations with them, how we can get legal access for the number one the stickers.

Tore Eriksson and Tom van Esbroeck tried to make a small research about the countries which started implementation and the ones already started it, nobody has got a real agreement with ISO at all.
We must get a written agreement with ISO which probably will mean that we have to pay some sort of fee. If we cannot manage to do this from a central point of view, we will have 40 countries now who will try to get an agreement with their national representatives.
FINAL REMARKS: 
• EC agreed that Tore Eriksson continues with the work and start negotiation, reports to EC and then we can start a discussion about the cost and other issues.

5. Li-Ion project, Sweden (Yvonne Näsman)
Yvonne Näsman explained about the project to extinguish batteries, with different kinds of tools, propagating the new batteries. The project will start in beginning of January, the report will be written in English, so they would like to share it with all the members and to spread it worldwide. Reason for doing this is because today it's several tools on the market, using multiple different methods and extinguish fires in the commune batteries. They will try those tools and agree on generic methods and application on all kinds of batteries and how can protect the fire fighting against the electric shocks and to be contaminated by toxic, acid and gases, which is also the main goal for the project.

Christophe Marchal suggested to connect with Extrication and new Technologies Commission.

Roman Sykora and Tore Eriksson added some extra information on this topic.
